National Lineman Appreciation Day

Every day there are men and women who enter extreme peril to protect our
lives, and bring us all the conveniences of modern living. They dangle dozens
to hundreds of feet above the ground on precarious harnesses, dancing be-
tween snakelike wires that, if improperly handled, can easily erase their lives
in a massive jolt of electricity while simultaneously blacking out entire sections
of the city. Lineman Appreciation Day celebrates those men and women who
put their lives at risk to keep the power flowing through our communities.

History of Lineman Appreciation Day

Linemen have existed for as long as electricity has been a standard part of mod-
ern living. Without them there would be no power lines carrying electricity to our
homes and businesses, keeping the lights on and the furnaces going, and ensur-
ing that we have the warm glow of the TV to curl up around *M C Wagner* as the
night creeps in. Linemen are often called to do their jobs in the most dangerous of
conditions and facing the worst weather the world has to offer. After all, we rarely
lose power on a windless sunny day, now do we?

Of course, even the best of conditions leaves them handling wires that carry
thousands of volts of electricity pushing thousands of Amps (that’s the stuff that
kills you) every day. But when the chips are down and Mother Nature is doing
her worst, these are the people who will be out there restoring power, setting up
emergency systems to carry us through, and putting life back in order when the
storms have finally passed. There are 115,000 linemen in the US alone, which
puts the fact that 67,000 of them responded to Superstorm Sandy into perspec-
tive.
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William Sherwood, a member of the Board of Directors serving District 2 for Carbon
Power & Light, was recognized at the February Board Meeting in Saratoga for his com-
mitment to education and his completion of the Credentialed Cooperative Director
program. A certificate was presented to him by Board President Laurie Forster.

NRECA, the national service organization for the nation’s more than 900 electric
cooperatives, provides various levels of training for directors. The NRECA Credentialed
Cooperative Director (CCD) program requires attendance and a demonstrated under-
standing of the basic competencies contained in five core courses.

Sherwood has served on the Board of Directors for Carbon since June of 2017 and is
one of three directors who represent the cooperative’s District 2 service area.
