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Carbon’s cooperative power provider,
Tri-Sate Generation & Transmission
Association (Tri-State), is in the process
of redesigning the rate they bill their
membership. Cost recovery with a sound
cost signal to the Members is the final
goal. Carbon, as a member of Tri-State,
1s participating on the Rate Design
Committee. We know that there will be a
rate increase, and that could be as early
as November 2023. We are hopeful to
make it to January 2024.

The purpose for the redesign is due to
the change in Tri-State’s operation as
we transition to a CO2 reduced power
supply. This transition has many moving
parts. Purchase Power Agreements
(PPAs) Wind, Solar, Geothermal,
Batteries, Micro Grids, and a whole host
of generation types that we will have to
accept and purchase the output. Tri-State
has been a leader in renewable energy
adaptation.

Renewable energy has been supported
through tax incentives that Tri-

State can’t take full advantage of.
Ownership of the renewable projects
would maximize the resources. The
Inflation Reduction act has funding
for cooperatives to get the renewable
incentives directly, a first.

Tri-State has also been a leader in
forming a Regional Transmission
Organization (RTO). A RTO is an
electric power transmission system
operator that coordinates, controls, and
monitors a multi-state electric grid.
The RTO is a market driven entity that
helps control cost over a large area and
will have advantages to Tri-State in
controlling cost and reliability.

We will keep you updated as we
continue through Tri-State’s rate
redesign.
